The following resolution was offered by Board member Westbrook and supported by Board
member Grabinski.

WHEREAS, the Township is the developer of the P. Don Aley Industrial Park Site Condominium
(“Industrial Park”) and is responsible for its administration and oversight.

WHEREAS, the Township is the owner of Unit 1 located in the Industrial Park, which parcel is
commonly known as 1680 Dodson Drive, Muskegon, Michigan.

WHEREAS, the Township is the owner of the parcel of property adjacent to the southern edge
of Unit 1 located in the Industrial Park, commonly known as 3500 East Laketon Avenue,
Muskegon, Michigan.

WHEREAS, on or about February 10, 2011, the Township sold Unit 5 located in the Industrial
Park to Scherdel Sales & Technology, Inc., a Michigan corporation (“Scherdel”).

WHEREAS, Scherdel has consistently demonstrated exemplary conduct as a corporate citizen,
presenting no issues for the Township or its residents.

WHEREAS, the Township Board has determined that the transfer of Unit 1 and 3500 East
Laketon Avenue to the Scherdel Group is in the best interest of the Township and its residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Muskegon Charter Township Board of Trustees as
follows:

1. The Township Board acknowledges Scherdel’s positive contributions to the community and
supports Scherdel’s interest in acquiring additional real property as a reflection of their
continued commitment to the Township.

2. The Township Board hereby authorizes the transfer of Unit 1, commonly known as 1680
Dodson Drive, Muskegon, Michigan, PPN 61-10-683-000-0001-00 to the Scherdel Group.

3. The Township Board hereby authorizes the transfer of the parcel immediately south of Unit
1, commonly known as 3500 East Laketon Avenue, Muskegon, Michigan, PPN 61-10-683-000-
0000-00, to the Scherdel Group.

4. The Township Board hereby grants a period of 10 years, calculated from the date of the
execution of the deeds, to the Scherdel Group to substantially complete construction of a
building on the transferred parcels.

5. The Township Board authorizes the Township Supervisor and Clerk to execute a purchase
agreement in a form as may be deemed necessary by the Township Attorney to meet the
Board’s intent and objectives.

6. The Township Supervisor and Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute all
necessary documents and take all necessary actions to effectuate the transfer of the Unit 1 and
3500 East Laketon Avenue to the Scherdel Group, including but not limited to the purchase
agreement, deeds, amendments, affidavits, and any other necessary document.

7. All resolutions or parts of resolutions insofar as they conflict with the provisions hereof be
and the same hereby are rescinded to the extent of such conflict.

8. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

This memo requests approval to establish an additional Code Enforcement Officer position
within the Code Compliance Department.

Over the past three years, our code enforcement caseload has more than doubled annually. A
visible survey of properties throughout the Township confirms the growing volume of issues
requiring enforcement, supporting the clear need for increased staffing capacity.

To meet this need effectively and without requiring an external hire, | request approval to
internally promote our current clerical employee, Shae Pendell, into this new, non-union
position. Shae is uniquely prepared for this role, as she already has practical experience in code
enforcement support, including drafting enforcement correspondence based directly on
Township ordinances. This has given her valuable familiarity with our municipal code and the
procedural requirements of enforcement.

This internal transition is operationally feasible due to the increased capacity and strong
performance of our newer clerical employee, Paige Barber. Paige has demonstrated exceptional
efficiency and a proactive approach to her work, allowing for a smooth redistribution of clerical
responsibilities.

Shae has consistently shown strong initiative, attention to detail, and a clear aptitude for
enforcement work. The new position would utilize our existing Code Enforcement Officer job
description, and Shae would focus exclusively on field and administrative code enforcement
duties.

The proposed annual salary for this position is $55,120. This figure reflects the responsibilities
of the role and is consistent with the existing compensation structure for similar positions
within the department.
